DESCRIPTIONS:
In “Stoop Stories,” Dael Orlandersmith transforms herself into characters from the New York neighborhoods of her youth, capturing the diverse voices and rhythms of urban street life including, among others, a rocker-turned-junkie, an impressionable young poetess and an elderly Jewish immigrant who recalls the night many years before when he was sitting at a favorite neighbor bar and a down-on-her-luck Billie Holiday sat down next to him. 

“Bones” features three actors and two onstage jazz musicians, portraying a family – a mother and her grown son and daughter, who are all unable to move forward from a damaged past.  The daughter summons the three of them to a meeting to confront the family’s history on the neutral ground of a shabby airport hotel. There, Orlandersmith’s piercing, evocative story riffs between divergent memories and accusations, and moves with a pulsing drive toward a reckoning, a truth so hard that you can feel it in your bones.
